Introduction:  

Ashtech Micro-Manager, version 1.2.00, is a no-cost upgrade to all registered Ashtech Micro-Manager users.  This upgrade is available by ftp from the software/micro-manager folder on our ftp site at ftp://ftp.ashtech.com.


New Features:

New Features in Version 1.2.00

The following lists the new features of Version 1.2.00. 

1) Added delay parameter to start of Z-Modem transfer in support of some cell modems.

2) Added RINEX Met capability to Pro version (i.e., to convert Ashtech  D-Files containing Met sensor data to RINEX Meteorological data files.

3) Added Site name to RINEX parameters look-up table that can be configured by user.  This version uses only the site name from the site file when it is present (i.e., no other data are extracted from the site file).

4) The RINEX Converter was modified to use parameters passed using a file from Micro-Manager.  Also, Slant, Radius and Delta Height computation were modified to correct erroneous behavior.

5) Corrected Disk resident rename problem.

6) Added Directory “Refresh” button on select path window to overcome problem where another program may create a directory/file, and it does not reflect in the select path window.  The user can now manually refresh the window.

7) Redesign of the interaction between the thread that controls the modem dialing and the thread that displays the modem dialing status (i.e., prevents odd window display behavior).

8) Added additional protection logic to the Satellite Visibility Window when receiver position computation stops (and provides a $PASHR,POS with no position data) and then later resumes.

9) Modified the completion processing of a firmware upload when connected via modem.  After the user acknowledges that a firmware burn was successful and acknowledges the message indicating that he/she should perform a complete internal/external memory reset, the modem connection is broken and Micro Manager terminates (i.e., the prompt indicating that a remote connection is about to be broken is no longer offered when connected via modem). 

10) Modified RS-232 Status line change notification to ensure that a timer is properly reset when RS-232 status is as expected.  Also changed the timer’s timeout value to overcome slower modem delays.

11) Initial position logic of the phone number window changed to be based upon the top-left corner of the main window.

12) Changed window closure logic related to the Z-Modem transfer window and the file conversion window to help ensure that the windows actually close (especially in automatic modes).  Some windows are normally forced to the front. However, when the program is minimized, these windows are not forced to the front.

13) Added Post-Download feature for Micro-Manager Pro (i.e., not available under standard Micro-Manager).

14) Changed initial position logic of the alert window.

15) Modified to support 96 Sessions of CJ10 with backward compatibility to pre-CJ10 firmware.

16) Modified to allow download and conversion of up to 96 files per day (i.e., a new naming convention).  This change also included changes to XYZAshRx.exe and UpackU12.exe.

17) Added user option to select a 10.3 (vice standard 8.3) RINEX output file naming.  Added three additional post-download mnemonics to support 10.3 RINEX names (i.e., $RXSSC$ for session codes, $RXYY$ for 2-digit year used in naming RINEX files, and $RXDDD$ for 3-digit day code used in naming RINEX files). 

18) Modified Micro-Manager, XYZAshRx, and UpackU12 to use new Rainbow sentinel drivers that are installed as part of the installation (these include USB sentinel drivers).  The driver installed is the Rainbow Sentinel System Driver Version 5.39.2. To accommodate these drivers, these programs were modified to use the associated sentinel libraries (dated 01/14/99).

19) Modified receiver baud polling algorithm to add additional delays after message sending to ensure completion of message transmission.

20) Added XYZs_FTP to the set of utilities supplied with Micro-Manager (available only to Micro-Manager Pro users).

21) Initial position logic of the file conversion status window changed to be based upon the top-left corner of the main window.

22) Modified handling of GIS message to allow more receiver options string characters (the receiver information screen was also modified to display more characters).

23) Modified the Receiver Files window to remove the single session code from the displayed file information (i.e., some session codes are now two characters).

24) Modified XYZAshRx as follows:

a) When translating D-files containing meteorological data, the time stamp line (e.g., “C 33.000000,1151”) is now translated using a more free-formatted approach.

b) When Micro-Manager Pro Sentinel key is detected, the meteorological data source file filter is initially “d*.*”.

c) Added Micro-Manager Pro Sentinel key detection to Met Capable.

25) U-File event timetags can go beyond 604800.0 and week numbers during translation can be ambiguous.  Logic added within UPACKU12 to keep the translated timetags within a GPS week and to resolve the GPS week ambiguity. 

Information on Demonstration Releases

The Demonstration Release of Micro-Manager is freely distributed over the Internet or available on diskette.  The Demo version has a greatly reduced capability compared to the fully functioning version, but it does not require a sentinel key.  The demo version disallows the following:  1) all file download and delete features, 2) editing of receiver control parameters, 3) the command-line features, and 4) post download commands.  You may use the demo version to view the receiver operation but are prohibited from controlling the receiver.

Product Update Procedure
1. Uninstall any existing version of Micro-Manager.

2. Install Micro-manager version 1.2.00.

3. Use the original product ID number received with the original copy of Micro-Manager.
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
